
AC Re-Employment Initiative: National Emergency Grant 
You may qualify for employment training or job placement assistance* if you were laid off from the Revel, Trump Plaza, 
Show Boat or Trump Taj Mahal casinos in Atlantic City, or if you were laid off from any restaurants or businesses located 
inside one of these impacted casinos. (Employees who were laid off from the Trump Taj Mahal may be eligible even though 
the casino remains open.)

The New Jersey Department of Labor and Workforce Development is currently scheduling Atlantic City Re-employment 
(ACRE) sessions for individuals who qualify for training or job placement services. If you were laid off from the affected 
businesses and are collecting unemployment insurance benefits, you will receive a notice in the mail with a date and time 
you are required to report to an ACRE session in the coming weeks. Open sessions are available on a first-come, first-
served basis and are limited to 30 people a session. All ACRE sessions will be held at the Atlantic-Cape Community College 
campus in Atlantic City.
